o Moderna monovalent COVID-19 mRNA vaccine for individuals 6 years of age and
older
o Moderna bivalent COVID-19 mRNA vaccine Original/Omicron

¢ The following footnote has been added to page 1 “The monovalent Moderna COVID-19
MRNA vaccine for 6 years of age and older is no longer supplied in Canada as of April
2023. An 8-week interval between doses in the primary series was recommended for this
product, with a minimum interval of 21 days.”

o All preferential recommendations between mRNA vaccines within the primary series for
those 5 years of age and older have been removed as the Moderna product is no longer
available.

e Under BOOSTER DOSE section, ‘Moderna Bivalent (Original/Omicron BA.4/5)’ has been
replaced with ‘Moderna Bivalent’ as there is now only one Moderna Bivalent vaccine.
